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INSTRUCTIONS for your electric diffuser

The aromatic diffuser is an excellent way to purify and deodorize the air, thus creating a pleasant atmosphere. Our diffusers work without heating the essential oils thus preserving their subtle properties. They produce by cold steam and send  a mist of microscopic particles of E. O. that destroy airborne bacteria.
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:
1. Carefully unwrap the glass nebulizer and set the glass part in the black hole of the motor. Press down firmly until base of nebulizer rest upon the black rubber washer.
2. Connect the plastic tube to the nebulizer and the side of the motor, as shown in the picture. Be sure that the  tubing is not bent  or crimped.
3. Pour from 4ml (80 drops) to 10ml (200 drops) of UNDILUTED high grade essential oils into the funnel opening of the glass nebulizer. Start with the 10ml of Peace included with your purchase. The oil should always be lower than the plastic tube otherwise the oil will leak into the motor and destroy it. (#3). 
USE
1. Turn on the switch and enjoy.  Fifteen to twenty minutes every day according to the size of your room should be sufficient to change the atmosphere. You can also put an automatic timer to diffuse  twice a day ($16 extra).
2. Put the glass reducer on top of nebulizer to keep dust away  and so the oil does not drip on your furniture. If so, wipe spills immediately with soapy paper towel.
With the large diffuser only, you can adjust the rate of diffusion by turning the green knob clockwise. For an auditorium or a cathedral ceiling room, use it full blast.  For massage room, doctor’s office, entrance ways or a small bedroom, turn the level down.

MAINTENANCE
The nebulizer should be cleaned regularly with rubbing alcohol. Simply empty the oil in its bottle and add alcohol and let the diffuser function for ten or fifteen minutes. Make sure to fully empty the alcohol and let the nebulizer dry before your next use.
If you are not going to use the diffuser for a while, place the small marble on top of nebulizer to prevents the dust particles to enter in the tubes, and the evaporation of the more volatile molecules of the oil, which causes thickening of the oil and obstruction of the tubes.

WARNING:  The use of thick, resinous or macerated oils like St John’s Wort, Arnica, Borage or fragrances will clog the glass. If so, carefully soak in acetone  as it will dissolve the resin.  Be careful not to diffuse the oils from our healing set as most of them have a high dose of St. John’s Wort. And NO massage oils please.
